Hauptentwicklungen

Die Anzahl des militarischen, polizeilichen und zivilen Einsatzpersonals in internationalen
Friedenseinsitzen hat sich von 2010 auf 2011 nur wenig veridndert. Hinter diesem stabilen
Gesamtbild verbergen sich aber zum Teil erhebliche Veranderungen bei einzelnen internationalen
Organisationen bzw. Einsatzen.

(MINURCAT) und im Sudan (UNMIS) wurden beendet.
